COVID-19 Vaccine in Minnesota

Minnesota has launched a community COVID-19 vaccine pilot program,
partnering with local public health and school districts, to place nine pilot clinics
across the state. These pilot clinics will initially serve adults 65 years of age or
older and educators (pre-kindergarten through grade 12), school staff, and child
care workers. These pilot clinics are in Andover, Brooklyn Center, Fergus
Falls, Marshall, Mountain Iron, North Mankato, Rochester, St. Cloud and Thief
