There was a
$10,000 short term loan from the Bethel Foundation, a $10,000
Line-of-Credit from Security Bank, $5,761.84 in mortgage
payments (3 months) and we borrowed $30,000 from our
savings account for designated funds (committees, kitchen
fund, youth group, etc.) In January through the generous
offerings received this debt has already been reduced by
$13,761.84 to a balance due of $41,943.75.
